FERRY PRICES ARE SHUTTING DOWN OUR COMMUNITY!
The increasing cost of ferry travel is seriously impacting the economic and social well being of the Powell River region. 
· The ferry is our community’s highway.

· Powell River relies on the ferry system for the movement of goods and services, workers, tourism, access to specialized health care, and sports and cultural activities for youth. 
· The cost for a family of 4 (2 adults, one teen, one child under 12) to go to the island and back is $183.33 or to Vancouver and back is $191.52.
In completing a review of the Coastal Ferry Act, the residents of the Powell River region ask that the Ferry Commissioner and the BC Government to consider the following:

· Increase the amount of funding provided to minor routes and request that the Federal Government to do the same. There has been no increase in provincial funding since 2003.

· Allow for the sharing of revenues between major and minor routes. The minor routes will never be profitable as the amount of ridership will never be high enough.

· Scrap the Coastal Ferry Act and move the ferry system back under the control of the BC Ministry of Transportation. 
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
